
DIRECTIONS FOR APPLYING ROSES & FLOWERS
Sites Pests How to Use

Ageratum, Aster, Ardisia, Azalea, Baby's Aphids, Armyworms, Bagworms, Apply at the first sign of
Breath, Begonia, Birds-nest Fern,Bleeding Cabbage Worms, Cicadas, Corn insects. Lightly cover all
Heart, Carnation, Chrysanthemum, Coleus, Earworms, Cutworms, Exposed plant surfaces. Repeat
Common Ninebark and Snowberry, Crown of Thrips, Fall Cankerworms, Fall as necessary; use at
Thorns, Cockscomb, Cyclamen,Dracaena, Webworms, Fungus Gnats, intervals of 4-8 days.
Dumbcane, English Ivy, Exacum, Fuchsia, Inchworms, Japanese Beetles, Applications can be
Gladiolus, Grape Ivy, Gold Bells, Hypoestes, Leafminers, Leafrollers, Mealybugs, made up to the day of
Ivy, Juniper, Lily,Marigold, Mock-orange, Scale Crawlers, Spring collection.
Nannyberry, Orchid, Palm, Pansy, Pea Cankerworms,Spider Mites,
Shrub, Peperomia, Petunia, Philodendron, Whiteflies, Rose Chafers, Psyllids,
Piggy-back Plant, Poinsettia, Portulaca, Scale Insects
Pothos, Prayer Plant, Purple Passion,
Rabbits Foot Fern, Rhododendron, Rose,
Schefflera, Snapdragon, Snake Plant,Statice,
Velvet Plant, Verbena, Zinnia

Use with care on ferns, palms and fuschia. As with all plants listed above, especially carnations,
chrysanthemums, and roses, there exists a wide variety of species and cultivars, and therefore, a wide
variety of susceptibility to injury.To ascertain possible phytotoxicity, dust a few plants as described above,
wait 24 hours, and check for possible injury.

Repeat applications may be necessary to control citrus blackflies on non-bearing
citrus and adult Japanese beetles on roses. For Tent caterpillars, application should be
made when caterpillars are young and tents are first noticed. For best results, apply in the late afternoon
or evening, when caterpillars have returned to their tents. A lew caterpillars maybe seen escaping from
the tent; however, they should die within several hours.

OTHER OUTDOOR AREAS
Use Bonide Eight Insect Control Garden Dust on Ants, Crickets, Earwigs, Fleas, Lone
Star Ticks lor treatment of localized infeslations of these insects in areas where there are weeds or
bushy non-crop areas, dust infested areas thoroughly. For Ants, thoroughly treat hills and runways.
Repeat application as reinfeslations occur.

• Take off contaminated clothing.
• Rinse skin immediately with plenty of water for 15-20 minutes.
• Call a oison control center or doctor for treatment advice.

• Move person to fresh air.
• If person is not breathing, call 911 or an ambulance, then give

artificial respiration, preferably by mouth-to-mouth, if possible.
• Call a oison control center or doctor for further treatment advice.
• Hold eye open and rinse slowly and gently with water for 15-20 minutes.
• Remove contact lenses, if present, after the first 5 minutes, then

continue rinsing eye.
• Call a poison control center or doctor for treatment advice.

ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS: This pesticide is extremely toxic to fish. Do not
apply directly to water. Drifts and runoff from treated areas may be hazardous to aquat­
ic organisms in treated areas. Do not contaminate water when disposing of equipment
washwaters. This product is highly toxic to bees exposed to direct treatment on bloom­
ing crops or weeds. Do not apply this product or allow it to drift to blooming crops or
weeds while bees are actively visiting the treatment area.
