The wires in the mains lead are coloured in accordance with the

following code:

BLUE=NEUTRAL

BROWN = LIVE

YELLOW & GREEN = EARTH

As the colours of the wire in the mains lead of this appliance may not

correspond with the colour marking identifying the terminals on your

plug, proceed as follows:

« The wire which is coloured BLUE must be connected to the terminal
which is marked with the letter N.

« The wire which is coloured BROWN must be connected to the
terminal which is marked with the letter L.

« The wire which is coloured YELLOW & GREEN must be connected to
the terminal which is marked with the letter E or the symbol ©

GUARANTEE

Halo LED™ has a three year guarantee and if maintained as recommended
in these instructions should continue to work for many years. Use of
non-approved consumables may invalidate the guarantee.

POSITIONING AND GUIDANCE

Insect light traps should be installed two metres or lower to the
ground, preferably in the darkest place within the area to be
protected. ENSURE THERE IS A MINIMUM OF 550mm BETWEEN ONE
SIDE OF HALO AND THE ADJACENT SURFACE, TO PROVIDE ENOUGH SPACE
TO INSERT THE GLUEBOARD (SEE MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS.) Do not
position the unit close to windows, skylights or other sources of light,
or where it may be obscured by furniture, doors or other obstacles.

Ideally, insect light traps should be visible from every part of the area to
be protected.

Insect light traps are designed to be in operation for 24 hours a day,
ensuring your premises are kept free of flying insects. Insects are most
attracted to insect light traps at night when there is no competition
from daylight or other light sources.

CLEANING

Cleaning should be carried out only after ensuring the unit is
disconnected from the mains. It is recommended that cleaning is
carried out monthly. The unit should be thoroughly wiped down with a
damp cloth, removing any build-up of dirt. Ensure the unit is
completely dry before reconnecting it to the power supply. We
recommend to clean the unit using only a damp cloth which does not
contain any chemicals other than mild detergent.

GLUEBOARD REPLACEMENT
The glueboard should only be
replaced with a genuine
Universal EasyCount™
glueboard. Use of non-approved
glueboards may invalidate your
guarantee.

Toreplace the glueboard...
1.Isolate the unit from the
mains power supply before
servicing.

2.Remove the used glueboard by simply pulling it clear from either the
left or right of the unit.

3.Halo 15 LED ONLY - Tear the glueboard in half along the perforation line
and discard section 4, retaining the second half for the next service cycle.
4.Remove the release paper from the new glueboard.

5.0ffer the new glueboard up to the side of the unit, before carefully
sliding into position between the two glueboard runners.

6.Reconnect the mains power supply and ensure the UV LED lamp is
switched on.
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UV LED LAMP REPLACEMENT

UV LED lamp replacement should be carried out only after ensuring
the unitis disconnected from the mains. The UV output from the UV
LED lamps slowly breaks down over time, and the level of UV emitted
drops. To maintain appropriate levels of protection against flying
insects, the UV LED lamps should be replaced after three years of use.
To replace the UV LED lamp...

1.Isolate unit from mains power supply.

2.Swing open front guard, which will hold open in position for servicing.
3.Locate the right lampholder on the chassis and pull forward the clip
holding the UV lamp in place.

4.Slide the UV lamp to the left, (releasing it from the left lampholder),
then swing the UV lamp forward and free from the left lampholder.
5.Dispose of the UV LED lamp in conjunction with local WEEE
regulations (see Information on Disposal for Users of WEEE).

INSERTING A NEW LED LAMP

1.Toinstall the new LED UV Lamps, reverse the above procedure,
ensuring that the lampholder clip ‘clicks’ in place when lamp is
inserted, securing it firmly in place.

2.Care should be taken when handling the LED UV Lamps not to touch
the individual LED elements / lenses.

3.Reconnect mains power supply and ensure the UV LED lamps switch
on.
